MOSCOW, Nov 30: Rus-
sian and Chinese strategic
bombers on Wednesday flew
a joint patrol over the west-
ern Pacific in a show of in-
creasingly close defence ties
between the two countries.

The Russian Defence Min-
istry said that the Tu-95 bomb-
ers of the Russian air force
and the Chinese H-6K bomb-
ers flew over the Sea of Japan
and the East China Sea dur-
ing an eight-hour mission.

As part of the drills, the
Russian bombers for the first
time landed in China and the
Chinese bombers flew to an
air base in Russia, the minis-
try said in a statement. It
noted that the joint patrols
weren’t directed against any
other country.

China’s Defence Ministry
described Wednesday’s pa-
trols as a “routine” part of an
annual cooperation plan be-
tween the two militaries.

Russian, Chinese bombers fly
joint patrols over Pacific

The exercise follows a se-
ries of joint drills intended to
showcase a growing military
cooperation between Mos-
cow and Beijing as they both
face tensions with the Unit-
ed States.

 In September, Beijing
sent more than 2,000 troops
along with more than 300
military vehicles, 21 combat

aircraft and three warships to
take part in a sweeping joint
exercise with Russia. The
manoeuvres marked the first
time that China has sent forc-
es from three branches of its
military to take part in a sin-
gle Russian drill, in what was
described as a show of the
breadth and depth of China-
Russia military cooperation

and mutual trust.
 Defence cooperation be-

tween Moscow and Beijing
has grown stronger since
Russian President Vladimir
Putin sent his troops into
Ukraine on February 24.

 China, which has declared
a “no limits” friendship with
Russia, has pointedly refused
to criticise Moscow’s actions,

blaming the US and NATO
for provoking the Kremlin,
and has blasted the punishing
sanctions imposed on Russia.

 Russia, in turn, has strong-
ly backed China amid the ten-
sions with the US that followed
a visit to Taiwan by US House
Speaker Nancy Pelosi.

 Washington has warned
Beijing against offering Rus-
sia direct military or eco-
nomic assistance, although
China’s energy-hungry econ-
omy is one of the biggest cus-
tomers for Russian oil and
gas. Its purchases more than
doubled compared with a
year ago, to $10.2 billion in
October, as Chinese import-
ers took advantage of dis-
counts offered by Moscow.

 In a letter on Tuesday, Chi-
nese President Xi Jinping said
Beijing was ready to “forge
closer partnership” with
Russia in energy, potentially
expanding ties. – AP

BUCHAREST, Nov 30:

NATO Secretary-General

Jens Stoltenberg said that

Russian President Vladimir

Putin is “failing in his brutal

war of aggression” in

Ukraine and is “responding

with more brutality”.

He made the statement on

Tuesday while attending a

forum in the Romanian capi-

tal of Bucharest.

In his opening remarks,

Stoltenberg said that in re-

sponse to Russia’s full-

fledged invasion of Ukraine,

“we are raising the readiness

of our troops”.

“We have doubled the

number of NATO battle-

groups from four to eight,

including one in Romania, led

by France,” he said.

The Secretary-General

stressed that NATO allies

and the alliance are not a par-

ty to the conflict in Ukraine,

“but we are providing un-

precedented support” to

Kiev for as long as it takes.

“Because Ukraine is a na-

tion that has the right to self-

defence, a right which is en-

shrined in the UN Charter.”

According to the NATO

chief, Putin is trying to

“weaponise winter”.

“To force Ukrainians to

Putin is failing in his brutal war
of aggression: NATO chief

freeze or flee. He is trying to

break the will of the brave

Ukrainian people. And to di-

vide all of us who support

them.”

Stoltenberg went on to say

that NATO and its allies have

made additional pledges to

the alliance’s Comprehen-

sive Assistance Package for

Ukraine which will fund ur-

gent non-lethal support, in-

cluding fuel and generators,

as well as help fix critical en-

ergy infrastructure badly

damaged by massive Russian

missile and drone strikes.

“We realise that it is ex-

tremely important that Pres-

ident Putin is not able to win

in Ukraine. That will be a

tragedy for Ukraine, but it

will also make the world

more dangerous and much

more vulnerable,” he added.

Later at a press conference

with the NATO chief also in

Bucharest, Ukrainian Foreign

Minister Dmytro Kuleba

said the last time he met sen-

ior officials of the alliance, his

three words were “weap-

ons, weapons, weapons”.

“Today I have three other

words, which are faster, fast-

er and faster. We appreciate

what has been done, but the

war still goes on. Decisions

on weapons and production

lines have to be made fast-

er,” Kuleba was quoted as

saying.

Stoltenberg’s remarks

come as the US-led NATO

alliance has repeatedly

ruled out supplying longer-

range missiles and other

such weaponry to Ukraine,

amid concerns that this

could lead to a major esca-

lation with a nuclear-armed

Russia. – IANS

DHAKA, Nov 30:
Newly-appointed Indian
High Commissioner to
Bangladesh Pranay Verma
called on Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina here on
Wednesday during which
they pledged to work
together to curb terror-
ism in the region.

Verma, a 1994-batch
Indian Foreign Service
officer, met Hasina a
month after presenting
his credentials to Presi-
dent Abdul Hamid on
October 27.

“India has a policy for
neighbouring countries.
But Bangladesh gets the
highest priority. Bangla-
desh always gets priority
in any case,” Verma was
quoted as saying by a
PMO spokesperson
during his meeting with
Prime Minister Hasina at
her official Ganabhaban
residence.

Noting that Bangladesh
is “a very good friend” of
India, Verma said the two
countries will work
together to stamp out
terrorism in the region.

Echoing the envoy’s
comments, Hasina said
Bangladesh has vowed
not to allow terrorists to
use its soil.

“(The ruling) Awami
League never ever
pampers terrorism and it
never allows the use of

India, B’desh pledge to
curb terrorism as Indian
Envoy meets PM Hasina

Bangladesh soil for the
purpose,” she said.

She also said her
government believes that
terrorism has no religion
and boundaries.

Hasina said she be-
lieves that Bangladesh
and India could resolve
all outstanding issues,
including Teesta river
water sharing, through
dialogue.

According to the PMO
spokesperson, Verma told
Hasina that bilateral trade
and connectivity in-
creased remarkably in
recent times, while the
Prime Minister said she
expects Indian business-
men to invest in Bangla-
desh’s economic zones.
Bangladesh has 100
economic zones.

Hasina and Verma also
discussed the Compre-
hensive Economic
Partnership Agreement
(CEPA) for facilitating
economic relations
between the two coun-
tries.

Verma said India is
willing to cooperate with
Bangladesh in power and
energy sectors.

He appreciated the
socio-economic develop-
ment of Bangladesh under
the visionary leadership
of Prime Minister Hasina,
the PMO spokesperson
said. – PTI

UNITED NATIONS, Nov
30: As India gears up to pre-
side over the UN Security
Council for the month of De-
cember, country’s Envoy
here Ambassador Ruchira
Kamboj met Secretary-Gen-
eral Antonio Guterres as well
as President of the General
Assembly Csaba Korosi and
discussed priorities during
its presidency of the pow-
erful body.

Ind ia  assumes the
monthly rotating Presiden-
cy of the Security Council
from December 1, the sec-
ond time after August 2021
that India will preside over
the Council during its two-
year tenure as an elected
UNSC member.

India’s Envoy at UN Kamboj
meets UNSG, PGA

the priorit ies and pro-
gramme of work ahead of
India’s December Presiden-
cy in the @UN Security
Council,” Kamboj tweeted
on Tuesday.

On Monday, Kamboj met
Korosi, who tweeted: “Al-
ways a great pleasure to
meet with India’s PR @ruch-
irakamboj. Today’s discus-
sions focused on India’s pres-
idency of the Security Coun-
cil, which begins on Thurs-
day. I look forward to the
month ahead.”

India’s 2021-2022 term on
the Council ends on Decem-
ber 31, with Kamboj, India’s
first woman Permanent Rep-
resentative to the United
Nations in New York sitting
in the President’s seat at
the powerful horseshoe ta-
ble for the month. – PTI
