Former West Bengal minis-

ter Partha Chatterjee and his

alleged close associate Arpita

Mukherjee, arrested by the

Enforcement Directorate on

money laundering charges,

were today remanded to fur-

ther judicial custody till De-

cember 14 by a court here.

The ED had arrested the

duo on July 23 and recovered

huge amounts of cash, jewel-

lery and property deeds from

Mukherjee’s flats.

The agency alleged crimi-

nal conspiracy by them for

laundering ill-gotten money

from giving jobs of assistant

teachers and primary teach-

ers in State government-

sponsored and aided schools

to undeserving persons.

PMLA Court Judge at the

Bankshall Court here ex-

tended the judicial remand of

Chatterjee and Mukherjee till

December 14, stating that

the investigation is under

way in full swing.

NEW DELHI, Nov 30:

The government has sanc-

tioned a fund of Rs 30 crore

to procure surveillance cam-

eras, drones and other mon-

itoring gadgets for the BSF

deployed to guard Indian

fronts along Pakistan and

Bangladesh even as it is de-

ploying 5,500 security cam-

eras in the front areas, the

chief of the paramilitary force

said today.

Reiterating that the illegal

activity of drones along the

western front (Pakistan) re-

mains a “major challenge” for

them, BSF Director General

Pankaj Kumar Singh said at

present the force “does not”

have a foolproof system or so-

lution to counter the menace

posed by unmanned aerial ve-

hicles (UAVs).

“However, we will find so-

lutions in the times to come

and we are increasingly de-

tecting and killing the

drones,” he said while inter-

acting with reporters on the

eve of the 58th Raising Day

of the BSF.

“We have tried to enhance

the surveillance in border ar-

eas in a very, very big way.

This entails use of surveil-

lance cameras and drones on

the western and eastern the-

atres (Pakistan and Bangla-

desh fronts respectively).”

“We have got around 5,500

CCTV surveillance cameras

and some other gadgets and

the Union Home Ministry

has sanctioned a Rs 30-crore

fund for this procurement,”

Singh said.

The BSF too has devel-

oped some “low-cost tech-

nology solutions” that helps

us to mount effective surveil-

lance in the border areas.

Similar tools provided by for-

eign vendors were found

very costly and hence we

have now in-house-devel-

oped low-cost sensors and

surveillance devices, he said.

The DG said the troops of

his force were getting

“more and more” efficient in

detecting and shooting down

drones that fly from across

Pakistan into India.

“We shot down 16 drones

along the Pakistan front this

year as compared to one that

was brought down in this re-

gion last year,” he said.

According to the BSF, 114

drone sightings were made by

its troops along the Pakistan

front (both IB and LoC) last

year while the numbers this

year till November 10 have

risen to almost double at 218.

The BSF chief said ensur-

ing robust cyber security

was also a “major challenge”

before security agencies like

the BSF as he cited the re-

cent example of the ran-

somware attack on the serv-

ers of the AIIMS in Delhi.

“Now with 5G technology

coming up, we need to be

prepared to ensure that our

systems are safe,” he said.

The force has also “im-

proved the defences” along the

Line of Control (LoC) area in

Kashmir, the DG said, inform-

ing that a total of 117 forward

defence locations have been

“reinforced” or strengthened

by providing better housing in-

frastructure for the troops at

those locations.

The BSF independently

guards the India-Pakistan in-

ternational border running

from Jammu to Punjab and

further up to Rajasthan and

Gujarat. It works under the

operational command of the

Army at the LoC.

Talking about instances of

infiltration by terrorists from

the Pakistan side into India,

the DG said the force is un-

dertaking all efforts to ensure

that they cannot sneak in from

its area of responsibility.

“We will definitely not say

that it is not possible (infiltra-

tion from Pak border) but we

make all efforts to ensure that

no terrorist can breach the

border. We have undertaken

a number of initiatives in this

context,” the DG said. – PTI

Seeking extension of their

custody, the ED’s lawyers

submitted that among other

revelations during the course

of the probe, it is also inves-

tigating transactions in over

100 bank accounts, which it

claimed were used for laun-

dering proceeds sourced

from criminal activities.

Chatterjee and Mukher-

jee were produced before

the court through the virtu-

al mode from the correction-

al homes.

Submitting that the former

minister has been in custody

for 113 days, his lawyers

claimed that there was no need

to keep him behind bars any

further, as the trial may take a

long time to conclude. – PTI

MUMBAI, Nov 30: A spe-

cial court here today refused

bail to former Maharashtra

minister Nawab Malik in an

alleged money laundering

case linked to a land deal in

which fugitive gangster Da-

wood Ibrahim and his aides

were involved.

RN Rokade, Special Judge

for cases under the Preven-

tion of Money Laundering Act

(PMLA), had reserved his or-

der on the bail plea on No-

vember 14 after hearing

lengthy arguments.

While the detailed order

was not yet available, the

judge while pronouncing the

order said the two conditions

laid down under Section 45 of

the PMLA were not satisfied.

Section 45 says that a court

can grant bail in PMLA cases if

there are reasonable grounds

to believe that the accused is

not prima facie guilty of the

offence, and he or she shall not

commit any offence if released.

The court also relied on

the statements of witnesses,

Court refuses bail to
Nawab Malik in ED case

and said there was continued

possession of the tainted

property. The Enforcement

Directorate (ED) arrested

Malik, a senior leader of the

Nationalist Congress Party

(NCP), in February 2022.

He is currently undergo-

ing treatment at a private

hospital in Mumbai.

Malik’s bail application, filed

in July, contended that there

was no “predicate offence”

against him. The Enforce-

ment Directorate can start an

investigation only when there

is a prior or predicate offence

registered by any other agen-

cy in the matter.

But the ED, which opposed

bail, argued that a case regis-

tered by the National Inves-

tigation Agency (NIA) against

Dawood Ibrahim and his

henchmen was considered to

be a predicate offence. Malik

was dealing with Ibrahim and

his sister Hasina Parkar and

“there is no question of him

being innocent,” the Central

agency said. – PTI
