NEW DELHI, April 8:
Banks and financial institu-
tions have sanctioned Rs 23.2
lakh crore to over 40.82 crore
beneficiaries under the
Mudra Yojana launched to
fund the unfunded 8 years ago.

Pradhan Mantri MUDRA
Yojana (PMMY) was launched
on April 8, 2015, by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi to
facilitate easy collateral-free
micro-credit of up to Rs 10
lakh to non-corporate, non-
farm small and micro-entre-
preneurs for income-gener-
ating activities.

Loans under PMMY are
provided by Member Lend-
ing Institutions – banks, non-
banking financial companies,
microfinance institutions and
other financial intermediar-
ies, the finance ministry said
in a statement on Saturday.

Speaking on the occasion of
the 8th anniversary, Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
said, “Since the launch of the
scheme, as of March 24, 2023,

MUMBAI, April 8: Glo-
bal headwinds are likely to
slow down India’s GDP
growth but the country is
more resilient than many
large economies, HDFC
Chairman Deepak Parekh
said on Saturday.

India has enough tailwinds
with political stability, vaccine
security, food security, a ro-
bust domestic consumption-
based economy, digitisation
initiatives and a robust regu-
latory system for the finan-
cial sector, Parekh said at
SPJIMR’s Centre for Family
Business and Entrepreneur-
ship (CFBE) event.

“India is not immune to
the global shocks but has
proved to be more resilient
than many large economies.
For sure, India’s GDP
growth will slow down be-

about Rs 23.2 lakh crore has
been sanctioned in 40.82 crore
loan accounts.”

About 68 per cent of ac-
counts under the scheme
belong to women entrepre-
neurs, and 51 per cent of ac-
counts belong to entrepre-
neurs of SC/ST and OBC cat-
egories. This demonstrates
that easy availability of cred-
it to the budding entrepre-
neurs of the country has led
to innovation and sustained
increase in per capita income,
she added.

Highlighting indigenous
growth through MSMEs,
the Finance Minister said,
“The growth of MSMEs has
contributed massively to
the ‘Make in India’ pro-
gramme, as strong domes-
tic MSMEs lead to in-
creased indigenous produc-
tion both for domestic mar-
kets as well as for exports.
The PMMY scheme has
helped in the generation of
large-scale employment

opportunities at the grass-
roots level, and also has
proved to be a game chang-
er while boosting the Indi-
an economy.”

Minister of State for Finance
Bhagwat K Karad said the
PMMY aims to provide col-
lateral-free access to credit in
a seamless manner to micro-
enterprises in the country.

“It has brought the un-
served and under-served sec-
tions of the society within the
framework of institutional
credit. The government poli-
cy of promoting MUDRA has
led millions of MSME enter-
prises in the formal economy
and has helped them to get
out of the clutches of money-
lenders offering very high-
cost funds,” he added.

Implementation of the fi-
nancial inclusion programme
in the country is based on
three pillars – Banking the
Unbanked, Securing the Un-
secured and Funding the Un-
funded. – PTI

cause of global headwinds,”
he said.

For startups, he said,
“many investors still have
plenty of dry powder for
good, innovative ideas, but
the days of cash burn and high
valuations are behind us”.

Entrepreneurship in India
has exploded because of the
conducive startup environ-
ment in the country and In-
dia has the third largest
number of startups after the
US and China, Parekh said.

“In the recent period, ge-
opolitics has dominated over
geoeconomics with spillover
impacts on trade, services,
technology, capital flows and
even in the mobility of the
labour force.

“There is immense dis-
trust amongst countries at
a time when we most need

global cooperation to solve
common pressing issues
like global supply chains,
global  warming, cyber
threats, money-laundering,
data privacy, responsible
use of artificial intelligence
amongst several others,”
he said.

Parekh further said that the
other critical global issue of
the Western world has been
the sudden change from
years of quantitative easing
and negative interest rates to
a sharp rise in interest rates
to combat inflation.

“This has resulted in a cost
of living crisis across many
advanced economies. In In-
dia, based on yesterday’s RBI
policy announcement, we are
lucky to have finally got a
pause in the rising interest
rate cycle,” he added. – PTI

NEW DELHI, April 8: The

FEROZEPUR, April 8: Chil-
li growers in Punjab’s border
district of Ferozepur are set-
ting an example for other farm-
ers for coming out of the
wheat-paddy crop cycle and
successfully reaping rich divi-
dends without depending on
the traditional crops.

With not many people
knowing Ferozepur as one of
the biggest cultivators of chil-
li crops in the State, the Pun-
jab government has recently
announced to set up a chilli
cluster in the border district
as part of its campaign to pro-
mote crop diversification
programme.

Under the chilli cluster
development programme, a
group of chilli growers will
be provided technical sup-
port for reducing input costs
and improving crop quality to
tap its export and domestic
markets, said officials.

Close to 10,000 hectares
of land is under chilli crop in
Punjab with about 20,000
metric tonnes per annum of
output. Ferozepur has the

DETROIT, April 8: Tesla
cut prices on its entire US
electric vehicle model line-
up for the third time this year
in an apparent effort to lure
more buyers amid rising in-
terest rates.

The largest of the cuts that
appeared on Friday on Tes-
la’s website were $5,000 per
vehicle for the company’s
slower-selling more expen-
sive models, the S large se-
dan and the X big SUV. The
company lopped $2,000 off
the price of the Y small SUV,
its most popular model, and
added a lower-cost dual-mo-
tor version priced at $49,990.

The 3 small sedan saw a
$1,000 price cut.

The moves come as Tes-
la’s first-quarter sales grew
36% but fell short of analysts’
expectations.

The company said on Sun-
day that it delivered a quar-
terly record of 4,22,875 ve-
hicles worldwide from Jan-
uary to March, up from just
over 3,10,000 a year ago. But
the increase fell short of an-
alyst estimates of 4,32,000

REC raises
$ 750 mn via
green bonds

NEW DELHI, April 8:
State-owned non-banking fi-
nance firm REC Ltd on Sat-
urday said it has raised USD
750 million (about Rs 6,138
crore) through issuance of
green bonds.

The net proceeds from the
issue of the bonds will be ap-
plied to finance, in whole or in
part, the eligible green
projects in accordance with the
approvals granted by RBI from
time to time and in accordance
with the ECB guidelines, ac-
cording to a statement.

“REC Ltd has raised USD
750 million through 5-year
144A/ RegS green bonds un-
der its global medium-term
programme of USD 7 billion,”
the statement said. – PTI

Smartphone exports from
India have doubled from a
corresponding period from
the last fiscal year, driven by
production-linked incentive
(PLI) schemes.

The top five global desti-
nations India currently ex-
ports mobile phones to are
the UAE, the US, the Neth-
erlands, the UK and Italy, ac-
cording to the ICEA data.

“The mobile phone indus-

try will cross $40 billion
manufacturing output and 25
per cent exports at $10 bil-
lion is a stellar performance,”
Pankaj Mohindroo, Chairman
of ICEA, had said earlier.

Over 97 per cent of the
smartphones sold in India are
now being produced locally.

India is now the second
largest mobile phone manu-
facturer in the world.

According to Minister of
State for Electronics and IT,
Rajeev Chandrasekhar, the
year 2023 will be a milestone

as the country will cross Rs
1 lakh crore in mobile phone
exports this year.

India is likely to produce
45-50 per cent of Apple’s
iPhones by 2027, at par with
China, where 80-85 per
cent of iPhones were pro-
duced in 2022.

According to estimates,
India and Vietnam are to be-
come the biggest beneficiar-
ies of smartphone supply
chain migration out of China.

India accounted for 10-15
per cent of iPhones’ overall

production capacity at the end
of 2022.

Apple became the first
smartphone player in India
to have exported $1 billion
worth iPhones in the
month of December. It cur-
rently manufactures
iPhones 12, 13, 14 and 14
Plus in the country.

The country is now mov-
ing in a different direction,
“which is largely export-fo-
cused and led by the govern-
ment’s performance-linked
scheme (PLI)”. – IANS

PUNE, April 8: With the prices of
Alphonso mangoes eye-wateringly
high, a trader in Pune in Maharashtra
is offering the king of fruits on equat-
ed monthly instalments or EMI.

If refrigerators and air-conditioners
can be purchased on instalments, why
not mangoes, reasons Gaurav Sanas of
Gurukripa Traders and Fruit Products.

Alphonso or ‘Hapus’ mangoes from
Devgad and Ratnagiri in the State’s
Konkan region, considered to be the
best, are currently being sold at Rs
800 to 1300 per dozen in the retail
market.

Speaking to PTI, Sanas claimed his
family’s outlet is the first to sell man-
gos on EMI in the whole country.

“The prices are always very high at
the start of the season. We thought if
refrigerators, ACs and other applianc-
es can be bought on EMI, why not

mangoes? Everyone then can afford
mangoes as well,” he said.

The procedure for buying the fruit
at his outlet on EMI is similar to buy-
ing mobile phones on instalments. The
customer needs to use a credit card

and the purchase amount is converted
into EMIs of three, six or 12 months.

But the scheme is available for a
minimum purchase of Rs 5,000, Sanas
said, adding four consumers had
availed of the scheme so far. – PTI

third cut this year

Ferozepur chilli growers set an example for
coming out of wheat-paddy cycle

maximum area under the
chilli crop in Punjab.

Andhra Pradesh is one of
the leading States in the
country as far as cultivation
of chilli crop is concerned,
said farmers.

According to chilli grow-
ers, they earn around Rs 1.50
to 2 lakh per acre out of chilli
crop after deducting input
costs and other expenses.
The income is way above an
average of Rs 90,000 per acre
one can make out of wheat
and paddy, they said.

Chilli crop is planted in
October-end and November
and harvesting starts in
March-end and April, said
farmers. Some growers
even continue with the crop
till August thus a need does
not arise for transplanting
water-guzzling paddy during
the Kharif season.

Manpreet Singh, a pro-
gressive grower of chilli
crop, said he earns Rs 2 lakh
per acre income from the
crop. Singh grows chilli over
100 acres of land at village

Lumbriwala, Ghal Khurd
block in Ferozepur. Singh said
red chilli fetches Rs 230-240
a kg while green chilli gets
Rs 20-25 per kg.

“We used to grow chilli till
June but last year we took it to
August. Therefore, there was
no need for sowing paddy as
chilli fetches more returns,”
said the 32-year-old farmer.

Singh said chilli of Fero-
zepur is now being recog-
nised and traders from other
places like Ganganagar in
Rajasthan and even Andhra
Pradesh have started coming
to buy the crop from here.

Parrot green chilli has de-
mand in places like Gujarat,
while dark green chilli is sup-
plied to places like Nagpur,
Indore and Bhopal.

In the Ferozepur district,
three blocks – Ghall Khurd,
Ferozepur and Mamdot –
are known for cultivating
the chilli crop.

Punjab Horticulture Direc-
tor Shalinder Kaur said a
cluster development ap-
proach has been adopted to

increase income and reduce
the input cost of farmers.

She said the department
will do handholding of chilli
growers and help them fur-
ther improve crop quality for
tapping export potential. “20
(chilli) farmers have already
come up and we are doing
the hand-holding wherever
required. We want farmers
to grow chilli absolutely sci-
entifically,” she said.

When quality production
starts to come, private en-
trepreneurs will also start
approaching farmers direct-
ly for buying their crops, said
the official.

Hardeep Singh, another
chilli grower from village
Bareke in Ferozepur, sug-
gested a processing unit be
set up in Ferozepur for mak-
ing chilli paste and other items
to boost the cultivation of this
crop. Besides Ferozepur, chilli
is grown in other districts like
Patiala, Malerkotla, Sangrur,
Jalandhar, Tarn Taran, Amrit-
sar, SBS Nagar and Hoshi-
arpur. – PTI

for the quarter, according to

A message was left on Fri-
day seeking comment from
the Austin-based Tesla on
why the prices were cut.

Guidehouse Research e-
Mobility Analyst Sam Abuel-
samid said the cuts are a sign
of slowing demand for Tesla.

The company, he said, needs
to sell more vehicles to keep
its factories running at full ca-
pacity to protect high profit
margins. “Overhead of under-
utilised plant eats up margin
extremely quickly,” he said.

Tesla has added a huge
plant near Austin to its US
factory footprint, in addition
to its original plant in Fre-
mont, California. The com-

pany also has built new plants
in Shanghai and near Berlin.

Other analysts have spec-
ulated that Tesla was cutting
prices to take advantage of
its profit margin per vehicle,
which is larger than most
automakers. The move could
increase market share and
put pressure on startups and

legacy automakers now roll-
ing out EVs.

On Twitter on Friday,
Tesla CEO Elon Musk
wrote that demand is limit-
ed by affordability. “There
is plenty of demand for our
products, but if the price is
more money than people
have, that demand is irrele-
vant,” he wrote.

The biggest of Friday’s

cuts came on Tesla’s aging S
and X, which saw sales drop
38% from January through
March. The Model S two-
motor price dropped 5.6% to
$84,990, while the S tri-mo-
tor Plaid was trimmed 4% to
$104,990. The company cut
5% from the X two-motor
price, to $94,990, while the
X Plaid saw a 4.6% drop to
$104,990.

Tesla added a dual-motor
Model Y for under $50,000
and cut prices on the Y Long
range by 3.7% to $52,990 and
by 3.4% on the Y Perform-
ance, to $56,990. The Model
3 rear-wheel-drive saw a
2.3% price cut to $41,990,
with the 3 Performance ver-
sion falling 1.9% to $52,990.

The most recent cuts
came on Good Friday when
the markets are closed.

Tesla cut prices in early
March on the S and X, by
$5,000 to as much as $10,000.
In January it slashed the stick-
er numbers on several ver-
sions of its EVs, making some
eligible for a US $7,500 fed-
eral tax credit. – AP
