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AKOLA/PUNE, May 15: Commu-

nal violence in Akola city and Shev-

gaon village in Ahmednagar district of

Maharashtra in the last two days has

posed a challenge to police to prevent

potential flare-ups in other areas, while

more than 130 people have been de-

tained so far after the clashes left one

person dead and 13 others injured.

While State minister Girish Ma-

hajan, who belongs to BJP, claimed

that the violence in Akola was possi-

bly “preplanned”, Deputy Chief Min-

ister Devendra Fadnavis said there

are some organisations and people

who want the State to be unstable,

but the government will teach them

a lesson.

One person was killed and eight

others, including two policemen,

were injured in a clash that broke out

NEW DELHI, May 15: The

now-scrapped Article 370,

which gave special status to

Jammu & Kashmir, was meant

to be a “temporary” provision

since the beginning and the

framers of the Constitution had

put it there “intelligently”,

Union Home Minister Amit

Shah said today.

Inaugurating a training pro-

gramme on legislative drafting,

Shah also said that if a legisla-

tion is drafted well, there is “no

need for any court to give any

explanation to any law”.

If the drafting is simple and

clear, it will also be easier to

educate people about the law

with minimal chances of errors

by the executive, he said and

added that if “grey areas” are

left in the drafting, they will lead

to “encroachment” in interpre-

tation. Shah said if the drafting

is complete and lucid, its inter-

pretation will also be clear.

Referring to Article 370,

which the BJP government at

the Centre repealed in 2019,

Situation in Akola, Shevgaon
under control; over 130 detained

on Saturday night in the sensitive Old

City area of Akola over a religious

post on social media, prompting the

police to clamp curfew in some pock-

ets, police had said.

Members of the two groups hurled

stones at each other

and indulged in large-

scale vandalism. The

rioters set on fire

some two-wheelers and four-wheel-

ers during the violence.

In Shevgaon village in Ahmedna-

gar district in west Maharashtra, at

least five persons were injured in a

clash over a procession on Sunday

night. Several shops and vehicles

were damaged in stone pelting, po-

lice said today.

Police have detained 132 people –

more than 100 in Akola and 32 in

Shevgaon – so far. Cases were regis-

tered against 150 people in Shevgaon,

located 65 km from the Ahmednagar

district headquarters, an official said.

After the violence in Akola, Dis-

trict Magistrate Nima Arora ordered

a curfew, which re-

quires people to stay

at home, in four po-

lice station areas of

the city to maintain law and order, a

senior officer said.

Today, the official said, the curfew

was relaxed in areas under the juris-

diction of City Kotwali and Ramdas

Peth police station limits.

However, it will remain in force

within the limits of Dabki Road and

Old City police stations at night (be-

tween 8 pm and 8 am), while some

relaxations will be provided during

day time, he said.

Internet services remain suspend-

ed in Akola and Shevgaon to check

the spread of rumours, officials said.

Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath

Shinde today instructed the police to

take strict action against those behind

the riots in Akola and Shevgaon and

appealed to people to maintain peace

and social harmony, said his office.

“The situation in Akola and Shev-

gaon is now under control and the

police force is deployed. On the in-

structions of State Home Minister

Devendra Fadnavis, State Rural De-

velopment Minister Girish Mahajan

has personally visited Akola while

Revenue Minister Radhakrishna

Vikhe Patil reviewed the situation in

Shevgaon,” the Chief Minister’s Of-

fice (CMO) said in a statement. – PTI

Article 370 was meant to be
‘temporary’ provision in

Constitution, says Amit Shah
the Home Minister said the

whole country wanted that

the provision of the Constitu-

tion should not be in existence.

He also highlighted that

when the Article was framed,

it was mentioned in the index

as “Temporary Provision of

Article 370”. Even debates on

the Article were missing from

the records of Constituent As-

sembly debates, Shah said, add-

ing that they were not printed.

Shah said it could well be

imagined that whoever had

drafted it and those who were

part of the Constituent Assem-

bly, how intelligently they put

it and how after lots of thought

the “temporary” word was

inserted. “An Article of the

Constitution cannot be tempo-

rary, it can be amended. If you

read it even today – the old

Constitution, it is clearly writ-

ten as Temporary Provision of

Article 370,” he said.

“Article 370 is no longer in

existence. It has been re-

pealed now. But please read

it. It was mentioned in the

index as ‘Temporary Provi-

sion of Article 370’. If this

‘temporary’ word was not

written, what would have

happened. Tell me, can a pro-

vision of the Constitution be

‘temporary’,” he asked.

The Article was scrapped on

August 5, 2019, a few months

after Shah took charge as the

country’s Home Minister, and

the erstwhile State of Jammu

& Kashmir was bifurcated into

Union Territories of Jammu &

Kashmir and Ladakh.

The Home Minister said that

a “legislation should reflect the

political will of the Cabinet or

Parliament”. “A law becomes

undisputed if it is simple and

clear. It should be framed in a

way that the court does not

need to make any explanation.

When there is no need for any

court to give any explanation

to any law, that is a medal for

you. Our aim has to be to draft

a law as simple and clear as pos-

sible,” Shah said. – PTI

Woman shot dead
for consuming

alcohol in
gurdwara complex

PATIALA, May 15: A

woman, who was undergo-

ing treatment for alcohol ad-

diction, was shot dead for al-

legedly consuming liquor on

the premises of a gurdwara

here, police said today.

The accused, who has

been arrested, said he com-

mitted the act in a fit of anger

as his religious sentiments

were hurt, they said.

Parwinder Kaur, in her late

30s, was allegedly consuming

liquor near the ‘sarovar’ (holy

pond) of Dukhniwaran Sahib

gurdwara on Sunday evening.

Nirmaljit Singh Saini, a

regular visitor to the gurd-

wara, shot at Kaur multiple

times using his licensed re-

volver, Patiala Senior Super-

intendent of Police (SSP)

Varun Sharma said.

Saini, a property dealer with

no previous criminal records,

told gurdwara officials that he

was upset over the incidents

of sacrilege, including the re-

cent one at Morinda gurdwara,

police said. The accused was

produced before a court here

that sent him to 14-day judi-

cial custody.

“Parwinder Kaur was hav-

ing liquor near the ‘sarovar’

of gurdwara Dukhniwaran

Sahib. When the sangat no-

ticed this, they decided to

take her to the manager’s of-

fice,” Patiala SSP Sharma

said. – PTI

3 killed, Rly
services

affected as
nor’wester
hits Bengal

KOLKATA/HOWRAH,
May 15: At least three people
were killed, many trees were
uprooted and suburban train
services were affected as
nor’wester hit several south-
ern districts of West Bengal
this evening, officials said.

A 12-year-old girl was
killed after she came in con-
tact with a dangling live wire
that got torn during the squall
in Botanical Garden area in
Howrah city, police said.

A 65-year-old man was
killed when his kutcha house
collapsed during a thunder-
storm in Amsha village in Ul-
uberia police station area in
Howrah district, a senior po-
lice officer said.

Another 40-year-old
woman was killed in Urfuli
village in Bagnan police sta-
tion area in the same district
when a tree fell on her dur-

ing the storm, he said. – PTI
