Import of medical equip-

ment declined 13.6 per cent

to USD 2.2 billion last fiscal

year as compared to 2021-

22. Similarly, import of solar

cells, parts, diodes slumped

70.9 per cent to USD 1.9 bil-

lion in 2022-23. The report

stated that import of laptops,

PCs slipped 23.1 per cent to

USD 4.1 billion and that of

mobile phones came down

by 4.1 per cent to USD 857

million in last financial year

as compared to 2021-22.

Inbound shipments of in-

tegrated circuits contracted

by 4.5 per cent to USD 4.7

billion. Import of urea and

other fertilizers declined 26

per cent to USD 2.3 billion

in 2022-23.

However, import of lithi-

um-ion batteries surged

about 96 per cent to USD 2.2

billion last fiscal year, it said

adding the adoption of elec-

tric vehicles may increase

such imports steeply.

Investors throng to gold ETFs
Invest Rs 124 cr in ‘safe haven’ asset class

month, investors were at-

tracted towards gold ETFs.

According to the data, 14-

gold-linked ETFs have seen

an inflow of Rs 124.54 crore

last month, which helped in

raising the assets under the

management of such funds to

Rs 22,950 crore at the end

of April from Rs 22,737

crore in March-end.

Gold, with its superlative

performance over the last

few years, has attracted sig-

nificant investor interest, and

the consistent surge in its

folio numbers is a testimo-

ny of the same.

The folio numbers in gold

ETFs surged by over 12,600

to 47.13 lakh in the month

under review from 46.99

lakh in March. This shows

that investors have become

more inclined towards gold-

related funds.

In FY2022-23, inflows into

gold ETFs were at Rs 653

crore, which was a decline

of 74 per cent year-on-year

from Rs 2,541 crore infusion

seen in the segment in 2021-

22. This drop was mainly due

to profit booking in this as-

set class and investors’ pref-

erence for equities. Howev-

er, the asset base of gold

ETFs and investors’ account

or folio numbers increased

in the last fiscal.

Gold ETFs, which track

the domestic physical gold

price, are passive invest-

ment instruments that are

based on gold prices and in-

vest in gold bullion. – PTI

cells from China fall’

China have shown signs of

slowing down, with three

data points indicating a de-

cline. Firstly, India’s elec-

tronics imports from China

have decreased from USD

30.3 billion in FY22 to USD

27.6 billion in FY23. Second-

ly, India’s total goods im-

ports from China grew at a

lower rate of 4.2 per cent

during FY23, compared to

global imports, which grew

at a higher rate of 16.1 per

cent,” GTRI co-founder Ajay

Srivastava said.

Lastly, China’s share in In-

dia’s merchandise import de-

creased from 16.4 per cent in

FY18 to 13.8 per cent in FY23,

a decline of 15.7 per cent.

Product categories where

the country’s imports from

China have registered

growth include machinery,

chemicals, steel, PVC resin

and plastics.

It also said China’s share

in India’s merchandise im-

ports decreased from 16.4

per cent in 2017-18 to 13.8

per cent in 2022-23.

Despite the decline, China

remains India’s top import

supplier, and India is critically

dependent on China for vari-

ous products, the report said,

adding “Imports from China

are high for most countries

and India is not an outlier”.

India’s total goods import

from China during 2022-23

touched about USD 91 bil-

lion. It was USD 94.6 billion

in 2021-22. – PTI
