Chinese Foreign Minister Qin Gang
to visit India to attend SCO meeting

topics, to make full preparation

for this year’s SCO summit, the

statement said.

This will be Qin’s second vis-

it to India after he took charge

as the Foreign Minister.

In early March, he visited

India to take part in the G20

Foreign Ministers’ meeting

during which he also held talks

with External Affairs Minister

SJaishankar on the current

round of India-China tensions

over the Chinese military ac-

tions in eastern Ladakh in May

2020, leading to a four-year

standoff.

In his meeting with Qin, Jais-

hankar had said the state of In-

dia-China ties is “abnormal”

and there are real problems in

the bilateral ties which needed

to be addressed through open

and candid dialogue.

“It’s our first meeting after

he took over as Foreign Minis-

ter. We spent maybe about 45

minutes talking to each other

and the bulk of our conversa-

tion, understandably, was about

the current state of our rela-

tionship, which many of you

have heard me describe as ab-

normal,” Jaishankar had told

reporters after he met with Qin

on March 2.

“And those were among the

adjectives that I used in that meet-

ing. There are real problems in

that relationship that need to be

looked at, that need to be dis-

cussed very openly and candidly

between us,” he had said.

After that, the two sides held

the 18th round of Corps Com-

manders’ level talks to resolve

the eastern Ladakh standoff.

Qin’s visit to India was fol-

lowed by Chinese Defence Min-

ister, Li Shangfu’s visit to New

Delhi to attend the SCO Minis-

ters meeting on April 27 during

which he held talks with his In-

dian counterpart, Rajnath Singh.

In his meeting with Li, Singh

said that China’s violation of

border agreements “eroded”

the entire basis of ties between

the two countries, and that all

issues relating to the frontier

must be resolved in accordance

with the existing pacts.

For his part, Gen Li main-

tained that the situation at the

India-China border is “gener-

ally stable” and both sides

should put the frontier issue in

an “appropriate position” and

promote its transition to “nor-

malised management”.

Before travelling to India, Qin

will visit Myanmar starting

Tuesday. – PTI

 “Important outcome of

these exercises is to build trust

AIME an opportunity for navies
to work closely: Admiral Kumar

between various participants,”

said the Admiral who is in Sin-

gapore for the AIME, which is

happening for the first time.

The naval exercise involves

nine ships, six aircraft, and

over 1,800 personnel from the

ASEAN member states and

India.

The Indian Navy will be

holding the maritime exercise

in the South China Sea which

has been witnessing major

military assertiveness by Chi-

na in the last few years.

 “While we have been hav-

ing bilateral and multilateral

exercises with ASEAN coun-

tries, it is the first time that

we are having a bigger exer-

cise combined with all the na-

vies of member countries of

the ASEAN,” Admiral Kumar

told PTI on Tuesday.

“It is a very significant event

but this will not be an annual

affair as there are already vari-

ous engagements happening

between various countries. But

we will be taking it forward as

a once in a two-or three-year

event. Every time an exercise

is done there is some valuable

learning in the process. That is

why these exercises are very

important,” he stressed.

Admiral Kumar is leading

the Indian delegation to the

AIME, being held between

May 2 and May 8. – PTI

BEIRUT, May 2: Israeli air-

strikes targeted the internation-

al airport in the northern Syrian

city of Aleppo early on Tuesday,

killing one Syrian soldier and

putting the airport out of com-

mission, the state media said.

Syria’s state news agency

SANA, citing a military official,

said that two civilians and five

other Syrian soldiers were

wounded, and that Israel had

launched airstrikes on other un-

named targets around Aleppo.

There was no immediate

statement from Israeli authori-

ties on the strikes.

Ukraine apologises
for wrong depiction
of Goddess Kali

LONDON, May 2: Ukraine’s Deputy Foreign Minister

Emine Dzhaparova, who recently visited India, on Tues-

day expressed “regrets” over the depiction of Goddess

Kali in a “distorted manner” by the country’s Defence

Ministry and apologised for the act, saying that her coun-

try and its people respect “unique Indian culture”.

Dzhaparova visited India on April 9, the first official visit

from the eastern European country since the Russian in-

vasion began in February last year.

“We regret @DefenceU depicting Hindu goddess Kali

in a distorted manner. Ukraine & its people respect unique

Indian culture & highly appreciate (India’s) support. The

depiction has already been removed. (Ukraine) is deter-

mined to further increase cooperation in spirit of mutual

respect & friendship,” she tweeted following a massive

outrage among netizens over the incident.

The Ukrainian Defence Ministry’s tweet, which has now

been deleted, was captioned ‘Work of art’ with an image of

Goddess Kali superimposed over a blast fume. – PTI

Syria accuses Israel of
airstrike on Aleppo airport

The airport has been a key

channel for the flow of aid into

the country after the February

6 earthquake hit Turkiye and

Syria, killing over 50,000 peo-

ple, including more than 6,000

in Syria.

Britain-based opposition war

monitor the Syrian Observato-

ry for Human Rights (SOHR)

said that the strike targeted a

munitions depot near the air-

port. It also reported Israeli

strikes at a military airport in

the Aleppo countryside, though

Syrian state media did not re-

port on the matter. – PTI
