He also appreciated the

State higher education de-

partment and Gauhati Uni-

versity for the historic initia-

tive that marked the rollout

of the NEP in Assam.

Stating that the NEP 2020

has paved the way for trans-

formative changes in the edu-

cation sector of the country, he

said the State government has

been taking steps since the be-

ginning to implement this ed-

ucation policy. He said the new

national education policy was

a long-felt need of the country.

Prior to the NEP 2020,

three education policies were

introduced in India. The Chief

Minister said the NEP 2020 is

a comprehensive education

policy that is all-encompassing

and most exhaustive. The oth-

er policies or commissions

generally dealt with one part

or a few limited issues.

He said the NEP 2020 is

the first education policy that

challenges compartmentali-

sation in higher education

and supports addressing

higher education with a

multidisciplinary approach. In

the NEP 2020, liberal educa-

tion has been proposed

where rigid distinctions

across streams like science,

arts, commerce, etc., have

been removed, he said.

“The NEP 2020 is aligned

to the 2030 Agenda for Sus-

tainable Development and

aims to transform India into

a vibrant, knowledge socie-

ty. It envisions transforming

India into a global knowledge

superpower by making both

school and higher education

more holistic, flexible, multi-

disciplinary, and suited to 21st

century needs,” he said.

Education Minister Ranoj

Pegu, Education Adviser

Nani Gopal Mahanta, and

Gauhati University vice chan-

cellor Pratap Jyoti Handique

also spoke on the occasion.

Citing reports available

till 2 pm on Saturday, offi-

cials said that 288 people

were killed, and 803 were

injured in the accident. Of

them, 56 suffered grievous

injuries, officials added.

The Balasore district

hospital and Soro hospital

looked like a war zone as

the injured were rushed

in. More than 2,000 people

gathered at the Balasore

Medical College and Hos-

pital at night to help the in-

jured and many of them do-

nated blood, officials said.

The morgue at the hospi-

tal was overflowing with

shrouded bodies and was

thronged by distraught rel-

atives of passengers.

As the nation mourned

the massive tragedy, sev-

eral states and parties can-

celled their programmes

and condolences poured in

from across the world.

Expressing shock and

grief at the tragic train acci-

dent, opposition leaders

stressed the importance of

prioritising the safety of

passengers by railways,

while there were also de-

mands to fix accountability

and for the resignation of

Railway Minister Vaishnaw.

While questions were

raised on why the anti-train

collision system Kavach

did not work, the railways

said it was not available on

the route.

Around 1,200 personnel,

200 ambulances, 50 buses

and 45 mobile health units

worked at the accident

site, with officials saying

the tragedy was com-

pounded due to multiple

tracks passing through an

embanked area.

Army columns, including

engineering and medical

personnel, were rushed

from Barrackpore and Pan-

agarh in West Bengal. Two

Mi-17 helicopters were de-

ployed to evacuate the in-

jured passengers, a defence

official said on Saturday.

The engine drivers and

guards of two passenger

trains were injured were

being treated in different

hospitals, a railway official

said. The engine driver

and the guard of the goods

trains escaped unhurt, the

official added.

Doctors from AIIMS-

Bhubaneswar have been

dispatched to Balasore and

Cuttack in Odisha to assist

in the relief operations at

the train accident site, Un-

ion Health Minister Man-

sukh Mandaviya said.

Railway Minister Ashwi-

ni Vaishnaw reached the

accident site early on Sat-

urday morning and an-

nounced a high-level probe

into the incident. Hours lat-

er, Odisha Chief Minister

Naveen Patnaik visited the

spot to take stock of the

situation.  West Bengal

Chief Minister Mamata

Banerjee flew to the acci-

dent site.

Later in the evening,

Prime Minister Narendra

Modi visited the accident

site and took stock of relief

operations. He was accom-

panied by Vaishnaw and

Union Education Minister

Dharmendra Pradhan. The

Prime Minister also met

the victims at Balasore

hospital. – PTI
