NEW DELHI, June 9: The

Congress today appointed

Rajya Sabha  MP Shaktisinh

Gohil as the new Gujarat

PCC president and relieved

him from the charge of AICC

in-charge for Haryana and

Delhi by appointing Deepak

Babaria in  his place. “The

Congress President has ap-

pointed Shaktisinh Gohil as

the new Gujarat PCC presi-

dent and V  Vaithilingam, MP,

as the new Puducherry  PCC

president,” said an official

communication.

“The Congress President

has appointed Deepak Ba-

baria as AICC in-charge of

Haryana and Delhi with im-

mediate effect,” said anoth-

er official order from the

party. It also said that the

Cong appoints Shaktisinh Gohil
as new Gujarat PCC chief

Deepak Babaria new Haryana, Delhi in-charge
party  appreciates the con-

tributions of outgoing AICC

in-charge  Gohil.

Gohil has replaced Jagdish

Thakor, who had resigned af-

ter the party’s poor perform-

ance in the last Assembly

elections in Gujarat when the

party reached its lowest-ever

legislator tally. Gohil has been

a former Leader  of Opposi-

tion in Gujarat at the time

when Narendra Modi was the

Chief Minister of  the State.

By appointing Gohil, who

is considered close to Rahul

Gandhi, the  party is seek-

ing to strengthen the organ-

isation in the home State of

Prime Minister Narendra

Modi and Home Minister

Amit Shah. The Congress

has remained out of power

in Gujarat for over two-and-

a-half decades.

Meanwhile, the Congress

also  appointed MLA Varsha

Gaikwad as the new presi-

dent of Mumbai RCC (Re-

gional Congress Commit-

tee) by replacing Bhai Jag-

tap. Vaithilingam has re-

placed AV Subramanian as

Puducherry PCC chief.

“The party appreciates the

contributions of the outgoing

PCC/RCC presidents Shri Jag-

dish Thakor (Gujarat), Shri AV

Subramanian (Puducherry)

and Shri Bhai Jagtap (Mum-

bai),” another order said.

Congress President Mal-

likarjun Kharge has also ap-

pointed Mansoor Ali Khan as

Secretary, AICC attached to

the AICC in-charge of Telan-

gana with immediate effect.

Besides, PC Vishnunadh,

Secretary, AICC is relieved

from his current responsibil-

ity in Karnataka and is now

attached to the AICC in-

charge of  Telangana.

“The party appreciates the

contributions of NS Bosera-

ju and Nadeem Javed and re-

lieves them of their  respon-

sibilities as Secretaries of

AICC,” the party said.

In another order, the Con-

gress President also ap-

proved the proposal for the

appointment of chairmen of

various committees, and the

constitution of the Discipli-

nary Action Committee of

Odisha Pradesh Congress

Committee with immediate

effect. – PTI

ECI team takes stock of
Assembly polls preparedness

in Chhattisgarh
RAIPUR, June 9: A  delega-

tion of the Election Commis-

sion of India (ECI) reviewed

preparedness for  the upcom-

ing Chhattisgarh Assembly

elections and issued several

directives,  including enrol-

ment of eligible voters, an of-

ficial said today.

The ECI delegation, led

by Senior Deputy Election

Commissioner Dharmendra

Sharma, was on a two-day

visit to the State, during

which it chaired a series of

meetings with State election

officers, officials from the ad-

ministration and police at

the Circuit House here, the

official said.

Collectors and Superintend-

ents of Police (SPs) of all 33

districts attended the meet-

ings, he said.

The delegation held a discus-

sion  with all District Election

Officers (Collectors) and SPs

over preparedness for the polls

and directed them to carry out

extensive exercise to enrol

more eligible voters and focus

on the rectification of the voters’

list, said  a public relations officer

from the Office of Chief Elector-

al Officer  (Chhattisgarh).

The delegation also re-

viewed the basic and neces-

sary facilities available at poll-

ing booths and directed offi-

cials  to ensure that such

amenities are made  available,

he said.

Detailed discussions were

held  for providing security

during the  elections, particu-

larly in the Left-wing  extrem-

ism-affected (LWE) areas, the

official said.

Requirement of Central forc-

es,  communication networks,

other  requirements, etc., were

also among the  issues discussed

to ensure a fair and peaceful

election, he added.

On Thursday, Collectors and

SPs of 18 districts attended

the meeting, while officials

from the remaining 15 districts

were present today, he  said.

The ECI delegation also

held an  extensive discussion

with the State’s Chief Secre-

tary, Director General of  Po-

lice and secretaries of various

departments linked to elec-

tion work on  Thursday, the

official said.

The election to the 90-mem-

ber Chhattisgarh Assembly is

scheduled to be  held at the end

of this year. The  current strength

of the ruling Congress in the

State is 71, BJP 14 and JCC(J) 3,

while the Bahujan Samaj Party

(BSP) has  2 MLAs. – PTI

IAF’s Su-30MKI
jets carry out

long-range
mission in Indian

Ocean region
NEW DELHI, June 9: A

fleet  of Su-30MKI jets of the

Indian Air Force (IAF) carried

out a strategic mission  over

the Indian Ocean region for

eight hours, days after a simi-

lar operation was carried out

by four Rafale aircraft.

People familiar with the

operation said the Su-30MKI

jets flew over the south-west-

ern region of the Indian Ocean

on Thursday, demonstrating

their operational prowess and

capability to carry out long-

range missions.

The six-hour mission in-

volving  the Rafale fighter air-

craft last month covered the

eastern region of the Indian

Ocean, they said.

“Another outing into the In-

dian Ocean Region! This time,

with #IAF Su-30s flying near-

ly eight hours, on a  different

axis. Both Seaboards cov-

ered,” the IAF tweeted today.

The IAF carried out the two

missions at a time when China

has been  ramping up its pres-

ence in the Indian  Ocean re-

gion, which is largely consid-

ered as the backyard of the

Indian  Navy.

The IAF did not divulge the

details of the operation carried

out on Thursday as well as late

last month. The  number of

aircraft involved in the  opera-

tion is not known.

The Rafale jets are India’s

first major acquisition of fight-

er  planes in 23 years after the

Sukhoi jets were imported

from Russia.

The Rafale jets are capable

of carrying a range of potent

weapons. – PTI

Nadda chairs
meet with BJP

general

NEW DELHI, June 9: BJP

President JP Nadda chaired a

meeting with the party’s Na-

tional General Secretaries to-

day as they took stock of organ-

isational and political matters.

The meeting came amid

marathon deliberations among

the ruling party’s senior lead-

ers, including Home Minister

Amit Shah, Nadda and General

Secretary (Organisation) BL

Santhosh.

The hectic meetings for the

last few days have triggered

speculation of changes within

the organisation as the BJP

gears up for polls in several

key States, including Madhya

Pradesh and Rajasthan, later

this year before the national

elections in 2024.

Sources said a meeting of all

party MPs is also likely to be

held in the coming days. – PTI
