High Courts will not deny access to hybrid mode
hearings to lawyers, litigants after 2 weeks: SC

NEW DELHI, Oct 6: Irked

over the minimal use of tech-

nology, the Supreme Court

today said no High Court in

the country shall deny access

to video-conference or hear-

ing through hybrid mode to

lawyers and litigants after two

weeks and made clear that

technology now is not a mat-

ter of choice for judges.

“The question is not wheth-

er a particular judge is tech-

friendly. If you want to be a

judge then you have to be

tech-friendly. It is like how a

judge can say that I do not

know what ‘res judicata’ (a

common legal principle which

says one cannot claim judicial

relief twice in one case). Eve-

ry judge in the system has to

be trained,” a bench compris-

ing Chief Justice DY Chandr-

achud and Justices JB Pardi-

wala and Manoj Misra said

while issuing a slew of direc-

tions to ensure that hybrid

mode of hearings in all High

Courts are not disbanded.

“Technology is no longer a

matter of choice for judges,”

the CJI said.

The top court drew parallel

between driving and technolo-

gy, and said if one doesn’t know

how to handle technology then

he or she can’t be a judge and

questioned the approach of

some of the High Courts.

“After the lapse of two

weeks from this order, no

High Court shall deny access

to video-conference facility

or hearing through hybrid

facility to any member of the

bar and litigants,” the bench

said in one of the directions

It issued several directions

for extending the facilities for

hybrid mode of hearing across

25 High Courts and tribunals.

The bench directed all the

State governments to pro-

vide necessary infrastructure

for ensuring smooth func-

tioning of hybrid mode of

hearings in all High Courts.

“Adequate facilities like

Wi-Fi be made available free

of charge to advocates and lit-

igants appearing before the

High Courts,” it said.

The video-conferencing

links must be made available in

the cause list of the concerned

court itself and there should be

no requirement to make a sep-

arate application to appear

through virtual mode, it said.

It also directed all High

Courts to put in place a stand-

ard operating procedure

(SOP) for litigants to avail ac-

cess to hybrid/video-confer-

encing hearings within four

weeks, it said.

The bench expressed con-

cerns over poor internet con-

nectivity in North-east States

and ordered: “We direct the

Union IT Ministry to ensure

internet connectivity to courts

in north-eastern States to en-

sure access to online hearings.”

Referring to the grant of

Rs 7,000-crore fund by the

Centre, the bench said that

the technology has to be up-

graded and not disbanded.

“I am sorry to say that

some High Courts are tech-

indifferent. I have been push-

ing the Chief Justices... Eve-

ry High Court must make

available video-conferencing

facilities. No judge in the

High Court shall decline hy-

brid,” the CJI orally ob-

served. – PTI

NEW DELHI, Oct 6: Days

before it announces the

schedule for Assembly elec-

tions in five States, the Elec-

tion Commission today told

poll observers to be visible,

accessible, neutral and ethi-

cal in their functioning.

Addressing over 1,100 ob-

servers, Chief Election

Commissioner Rajiv Kumar

directed them to ensure a

level-playing field by work-

ing in a coordinated manner

to ensure free, fair and in-

ducement-free polls.

The observers will be de-

ployed for the forthcoming

elections to the Legislative

Assemblies of Mizoram,

Chhattisgarh, Madhya

Pradesh, Rajasthan and Tel-

angana.

Their job, he said, is to en-

sure a level-playing field and

purity of elections.

Kumar said the commission

is increasingly concentrating

on having a humane face, by

facilitating and including per-

sons with disabilities, senior

citizens who are 80 years or

above and particularly vulner-

able tribal groups with the

help of special provisions such

as home voting and accessi-

ble polling stations.

Election Commissioner

Anup Chandra Pandey said the

polls should not only be fair

but also seen to be fair. He

instructed the observers to

keep an eye on social media

and ensure corrective actions.

Election Commissioner

Arun Goel asked observers

to ensure their work is car-

ried out in letter and spirit,

and ensure the rule of law.

He reminded the gathering

that observers are eyes and

ears of the EC and should deal

with complaints promptly.

The Assembly polls are

likely to be held in Novem-

ber-December.

The term of the Mizoram

Assembly ends on Decem-

ber 17. The Mizo National

Front is in power in the north-

eastern State.

The terms of the Legisla-

tive Assemblies of Telanga-

na, Madhya Pradesh, Chhat-

tisgarh and Rajasthan end on

different dates in January

next year. – PTI
