In an unprecedented de-

velopment, 78 Opposition

leaders, including Adhir Ran-

jan Chowdhury, TR Baalu,

Jairam Ramesh and Kalyan

Banerjee, were suspended

from the Rajya Sabha and the

Lok Sabha for disrupting pro-

ceedings by waving placards

and raising slogans.

The suspended MPs also

protested on the stairs at the

entrance of the new Parlia-

ment building.

The Congress alleged that

an “extreme level of dicta-

torship” was in place and the

government wants to “bull-

doze” important legislations

NEW DELHI, Dec 18:

With the clock ticking for the

Lok Sabha polls next year,

the Opposition INDIA bloc

will hold a crucial meeting

here on Tuesday to deliber-

ate on seat-sharing, a joint

campaign blueprint and re-

drawing the joint strategy to

take on the BJP after the set-

back in the recent Assem-

bly polls.

A day before the meeting,

which will be held at the

Ashoka Hotel here, West

Bengal Chief Minister and

TMC supremo Mamata Ban-

erjee said the INDIA bloc’s

prime ministerial candidate

will be decided after the 2024

general elections and ex-

pressed confidence that the

alliance will iron out all is-

sues, including over seat-

sharing, to defeat the BJP.

She also dismissed sug-

gestions that the alliance has

lost time in putting things in

order, saying “it is better late

than never”. Banerjee ex-

pressed confidence that a

three-way alliance is very

much possible in West Ben-

gal between her TMC, the

Congress and the Left.

“The BJP is not strong, we

are weak. We need to work

together to overcome it,”

Banerjee told reporters here

in reply to a question on the

BJP’s rising influence, espe-

cially in the Hindi belt. She

also said she doesn’t discrim-

Opp slams govt over MPs’ suspension,
says it wants to pass Bills without debate

through without any debate.

The Opposition party also

called the move an “exten-

sion of the Gujarat Assem-

bly” in Parliament, an appar-

ent swipe at Prime Minis-

ter Narendra Modi who was

earlier the Chief Minister of

the State.

Soon after the suspension

of MPs, Congress President

Mallikarjun Kharge said all

democratic norms have

been thrown into the dust-

bin by this “autocratic” gov-

ernment and it has shown

zero accountability towards

Parliament.

“First, intruders attacked

Parliament. Then Modi gov-

ernment (is) attacking Parlia-

ment and democracy. All

democratic norms are being

thrown into the dustbin by

an autocratic Modi govern-

ment by suspending 47

MPs,” he said in a post on X.

“With an Opposition-less

Parliament, the Modi gov-

ernment can now bulldoze

important pending legisla-

tions, crush any dissent,

without any debate,”

Kharge, who is also the lead-

er of Opposition in the Ra-

jya Sabha, said.

Congress General Secre-

tary Jairam Ramesh said not

only in the Lok Sabha, but

today there was a “bloodbath

in the Rajya Sabha too with

45 INDIA party MPs getting

suspended for demanding a

statement by the Home

Minister (Amit Shah) on the

December 13th security

breach, and for demanding

that the Leader of the Oppo-

sition be allowed to speak”.

“Incidentally, I too figure

in this Roll of Honour – for

the first time in my parlia-

mentary career of 19 years,”

he said and added that “this

is Murder of Democracy in

India (MODI) at work!”.

“Tanashahi ka Doosra

Naam ModiShahi hai – de-

mocracy has been suspend-

ed!” Ramesh said in anoth-

er post.

Congress leader in Lok Sab-

ha Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury,

who was also suspended for

creating uproar in the Lok Sab-

ha, said, “It is important to

take the Opposition along

while running the House... But

today’s government has

reached the extreme level of

dictatorship. They are wield-

ing the stick of ‘bahubalis’

(musclemen). They have sus-

pended everybody.”

Congress deputy leader in

Lok Sabha Gaurav Gogoi

said, “This is a process for

trampling upon the funda-

mental rights of the people

by running a bulldozer over

Opposition power.”

RJD MP Manoj Jha

slammed the government,

saying in today’s “dark peri-

od of democracy”, suspen-

sion is a badge of honour.

“What for? Because we are

asking for an official state-

ment (from the Home Min-

ister)?” he asked.

“Congratulations to Modi-

ji on an Opposition-mukt Par-

liament,” Jha added.

TMC MP Saugata Ray,

who has also been suspend-

ed, said this was against de-

mocracy and he protests this.

“This shouldn’t have been

done. We were demanding

the suspension of BJP MP

(Pratap Simha), but they in-

stead suspended us,” he said.

Opposition parties have

slammed the suspensions,

noting that no action has been

taken against BJP MP Prat-

hap Simha, who facilitated the

passes of two accused who

carried smoke canisters with

them, while their members

have been suspended for rais-

ing the issue. – PTI
