“It is an honourable mis-

sion and a sacred duty. I will

do my best to deepen un-

derstanding and friendship

between the two peoples,

expand exchanges and co-

operation in various fields,

and improve and advance

the bilateral relationship,”

Xu told PTI and China’s

state-run CGTN-TV in a

China ready to work with India to
resolve ‘specific issues’: Envoy Xu

media interaction here be-

fore leaving for New Delhi

to take up his posting.

“China is ready to work

with India to accommodate

each other’s concerns, find a

mutually acceptable solution

to specific issues through di-

alogue at an early date, and

turn the page as soon as pos-

sible,” Xu said without elab-

orating further.

Xu previously served as

China’s Ambassador to Af-

ghanistan and Romania, be-

sides senior cadre-level post-

ings in the ruling Communist

Party of China (CPC).

He succeeds veteran Chi-

nese diplomat Sun Weidong,

who completed his tenure in

October 2022. He is currently

China’s Vice Foreign Minister.

Xu’s appointment comes

after an unusually long delay

of 18 months amid strained

relations between the two

countries over the Ladakh

military standoff.

Relations between the two

countries hit a low except for

trade ever since the eastern

Ladakh border standoff erupt-

ed on May 5, 2020, following

a violent clash in the Pangong

Tso (lake) area. The two sides

have so far held 21 rounds of

Corps Commander-level

talks to resolve the standoff.

India is pressing the Peo-

ple’s Liberation Army (PLA)

to disengage from the Dep-

sang and Demchok areas,

maintaining that there cannot

be restoration of normalcy in

its relations with China as

long as the state of the bor-

ders remains abnormal.

According to the Chinese

military, the two sides so far

agreed to disengage from

four points, namely the Gal-

wan Valley, the Pangong

Lake, Hot Springs, and Jianan

Daban (Gogra).

As he was set to take over

his posting in New Delhi, Xu

was candid and hopeful about

resolving the present dead-

lock in bilateral ties.

“I noted Prime Minister

Modi’s comments on the

importance of China-India

ties, and the Chinese Foreign

Ministry spokesperson re-

sponded to that right after-

wards,” Xu said.

In his recent interview

with Newsweek magazine,

Prime Minister Narendra

Modi said India’s relationship

with China is important and

significant. – PTI

NEW YORK, May 10: The

third week of testimony in

Donald Trump’s hush-money

trial draws to a close on Fri-

day after jurors heard the dra-

matic, if not downright seamy,

account of porn actor Stormy

Daniels, while prosecutors

gear up for their most crucial

witness: Michael Cohen,

Trump’s former attorney.

Daniels’ story of an alleged

sexual encounter with Trump

was a crucial building block for

prosecutors, who are seeking

to show that the Republican

and his allies buried unflatter-

ing stories in the waning

weeks of the 2016 presiden-

tial election in an effort to ille-

gally influence the race.

Trump, who denies the

sexual encounter ever hap-

pened, walked out of the court

in a rage onThursday, angrily

telling reporters, “I’m inno-

cent.” His attorneys pushed

for a mistrial over the level

of tawdry details Daniels

went into on the witness

stand, but Judge Juan M Mer-

chan denied the request.

Over more than 7½

hours of testimony, Daniels

relayed in graphic detail

what she says happened af-

ter the two met at a celeb-

rity golf outing at Lake

Tahoe where sponsors in-

cluded the adult film stu-

dio where she worked.

Daniels explained how she

felt surprise, fear and dis-

comfort, even as she con-

sented to sex with Trump.

During combative cross-

examination, Trump’s law-

yers sought to paint Daniels

as a liar and extortionist

who’s trying to take down

the former President after

drawing money and fame

from her claims.

Trump attorney Susan

Necheles pressed Daniels on

why she accepted the payout

to keep quiet instead of go-

ing public, and the two wom-

en traded barbs over what

Necheles said were incon-

sistencies in Daniels’ story

over the years. “You made

all this up, right?” Necheles

asked Daniels. – AP

Putin reappoints his low-profile
Prime Minister, a technocrat

MOSCOW, May 10: Rus-

sian President Vladimir Putin

reappointed Mikhail Mishus-

tin as the country’s Prime

Minister on Friday, a widely-

anticipated move to keep on a

technocrat who has maintained

a low political profile.

Mishustin and other tech-

nocrats in the Cabinet have

been credited with maintain-

ing a relatively stable eco-

nomic performance despite

bruising Western sanctions

for Russia’s role in Ukraine.

Most other Cabinet mem-

bers are expected to keep

their jobs, though the fate of

Defence Minister Sergei

Shoigu appeared uncertain.

In line with Russian law,

Mishustin, 58, who held the

job for the past four years,

submitted his Cabinet’s res-

ignation on Tuesday when

Putin began his fifth presi-

dential term at a glittering

Kremlin inauguration.

Mishustin, the former head

of Russia’s tax service,

steered clear of political

statements and avoided me-

dia interviews during his

previous tenure.

The Speaker of the Parlia-

ment’s Lower House, Vy-

acheslav Volodin, announced

that Putin submitted

Mishustin’s candidacy to the

State Duma, which will hold

a session later on Friday to

consider it.

Under the constitution-

al changes approved in

2020, the Lower House ap-

proves the candidacy of the

Prime Minister, who then

submits Cabinet members

for approval. The changes

were ostensibly meant to

grant Parliament broader

power, but the procedure

is widely seen as pro for-

ma given Kremlin control

over the body.

Most Cabinet members are

expected to keep their jobs,

but it was not clear if Shoigu,

the Defence Minister, would

be among them after last

month’s arrest of his top asso-

ciate, Timur Ivanov. – AP

Mikhail Mishustin

ZAGREB (Croatia), May 10: Croatian con-
servative leader Andrej Plenkovic was for-
mally appointed Prime Minister-designate on
Friday for a third consecutive term after he
forged an alliance with an extreme right par-
ty following an inconclusive election.

Plenkovic’s ruling Croatian Democratic
Union won the most votes at last month’s
parliamentary vote in the European Union
nation, but not enough to stay in power on
their own. The party this week agreed to
form a coalition with far-right Homeland
Movement for a parliamentary majority.

Lawmakers are set to approve Plenkovic’s
new government next week. It will have a
slim majority of 78 lawmakers in the 151-
member Assembly, which could herald polit-
ical uncertainty.

“We will continue in our third mandate to
work for progress,” Plenkovic said on X,
former Twitter, after he was appointed by
President Zoran Milanovic.

Plenkovic’s new Cabinet is likely to push
Croatia further to the right ahead of next month’s
European election, which takes place as the con-

tinent faces a war in Ukraine, climate emergen-
cies, migration and other problems.

The Homeland Movement, or DP, is a rel-
atively new political party in Croatia, made
up largely of radical nationalists and social con-
servatives who had left the centre-right HDZ.
The party is led by the hardline mayor of the
eastern town of Vukovar, which was destroyed
during Croatia’s 1991 war for independence
after it split from the former Yugoslavia. – AP

Indian High Commission-

er Santosh Jha on Thursday

met with S Sritharan, the

leader of the Ilankai Tamil

Arasu Katchi (ITAK), the

main party of the Tamil

National Alliance (TNA).

This was the first

engagement of the new

leader of the ITAK with the

Indian establishment.

“The discussions

centred on the political

developments in Sri Lanka

as well as India’s develop-

ment and economic

cooperation in Sri Lanka,”

an Indian High Commis-

sion statement said.

“The High Commission-

er also reiterated India’s

continued commitment to

the people of the region,”

the statement added.

Jha had also met with the

main Opposition leader

Sajith Premadasa and

parliamentarian Namal

Rajapaksa, the new national

organiser of the Rajapaksa

clan’s Sri Lanka Podujana

Peramuna (SLPP). Both

were briefed on the India-

Sri Lanka bilateral engage-

ments, the High Commis-

sion said.

On Thursday, the

country’s Election

Commission announced

that it will hold the next

presidential election

between September 17

and October 16. – PTI
