$3.471 bn to $667.386 bn

MUMBAI, Aug 2: India’s forex reserves dropped by USD
3.471 billion to USD 667.386 billion for the week ended July
26, according to the RBI data released on Friday.

In the previous reporting week, the kitty had jumped by
USD 4.003 billion to an all-time high of USD 670.857 billion.

For the week ended July 26, foreign currency assets decreased
by USD 1.171 billion to USD 586.877 billion, the data showed.
Gold reserves decreased by USD 2.297 billion to USD 57.695
billion during the week, the data showed. The Special Drawing
Rights were down by USD 5 million to USD 18.202 billion.
India’s reserve position with the IMF was up by USD 2 million
to USD 4.612 billion in the reporting week. – PTI

NEW DELHI, Aug 2: Finance Minister Nirmala Sithara-
man is scheduled to address the Reserve Bank of India’s cen-
tral board on August 10 and highlight key points of the Budget
FY25, including the fiscal consolidation roadmap.

The post-Budget meeting has been scheduled for August
10 where the Finance Minister will address the board mem-
bers and talk about announcements made in the Budget 2024-
25 that strike a fine balance between growth, employment,
and fiscal prudence, sources said. It is customary for the fi-
nance minister to address the Reserve Bank of India board
after the Budget. – PTI

India may take 75 years to reach one-quarter
of US income per capita: World Bank

NEW DELHI, Aug 2:
More than 100 countries, in-
cluding India, face serious
obstacles in becoming high-
income countries in the next
few decades, and New Delhi
may take nearly 75 years just
to reach one-quarter of US
income per capita, a World
Bank report said.

It will take China more
than 10 years to reach one-

quarter of US income per
capita and Indonesia nearly
70 years, according to the
World Development Re-
port 2024: The Middle In-
come Trap.

Drawing on lessons of the
past 50 years, the report finds
that as countries grow
wealthier, they usually hit a
‘trap’ at about 10 per cent of
annual US GDP per person

– the equivalent of USD
8,000 today. That’s in the
middle of the range of what
the World Bank classifies as
middle-income countries.

At the end of 2023, 108
countries were classified as
middle-income, each with
annual GDP per capita in the
range of USD 1,136 to USD
13,845. These countries are
home to six billion people –
75 per cent of the global pop-
ulation – and two out of eve-
ry three people living in ex-
treme poverty.

The road ahead has even

stiffer challenges than those
seen in the past: rapidly age-
ing populations and burgeon-
ing debt, fierce geopolitical
and trade frictions, and the
growing difficulty of speed-
ing up economic progress
without fouling the environ-
ment, it said.

“Yet many middle-income
countries still use a playbook
from the last century, rely-
ing mainly on policies de-
signed to expand invest-
ment. That is like driving a
car just in first gear and try-
ing to make it go faster,” the

report said.
If they stick with the old

playbook, most developing
countries will lose the race
to create reasonably pros-
perous societies by the mid-
dle of this century, said In-
dermit Gill, Chief Economist
of the World Bank Group and
Senior Vice President for
Development Economics.

“At current trends, it will
take China over 10 years just
to reach one-quarter of US
income per capita, Indonesia
nearly 70 years, and India 75
years,” the report said. – PTI

Over 7.28 cr ITR filed: Tax Dept
NEW DELHI, Aug 2: In-

come tax returns (ITRs)
touched a new record of over
7.28 crore, 7.5 per cent high-
er compared to previous fis-
cal, by the July 31 deadline,
the income tax department
said on Friday.

The total number of ITRs for
assessment year 2024-25 filed
till July 31, 2024 is more than
7.28 crore, which is 7.5 per cent

higher than the total ITRs for
AY 2023-24 (6.77 crore) filed
till July 31, 2023, the depart-
ment said in a statement.

“Of the total ITRs of 7.28
crore filed, 5.27 crore have
been filed in the new tax re-
gime compared to 2.01 crore
ITRs filed in the old tax re-
gime,” it said. Thus, about 72
per cent of taxpayers have
opted for the new tax regime,

while 28 per cent continue to
be in the old tax regime.

The filing of ITRs peaked on
July 31, 2024 (the due date for
salaried taxpayers and other
non-tax audit cases), with over
69.92 lakh ITRs having been
filed on a single day. The de-
partment also received 58.57
lakh ITRs from first-time fil-
ers, a fair indication of the wid-
ening of the tax base. – PTI
