The Special Court, which

exclusively deals with crimi-

nal cases related to former

and elected MPs/MLAs, is-

sued the order directing the

Lokayukta police in Mysuru

to initiate an investigation on

the complaint filed by RTI

activist Snehamayi Krishna.

The court issued direc-

tions to take up the probe

under Section 156 (3) of the

Code of Criminal Procedure

(that gives a magistrate the

power to order an investiga-

tion into a cognisable offence)

and file the investigation re-

port by December 24.

“Acting under Sec 156(3) of

Code of Criminal Procedure,

the jurisdictional police, i.e.,

NEW DELHI, Sept 27:

Poet, writer and former IPS

officer Keki N Daruwalla,

whose magic with words

gained him national and in-

ternational repute, has died

at a Delhi hospital after pro-

longed illness and a spell of

pneumonia. He was 87.

Daruwalla, one of India’s

best known writers in Eng-

lish, died on Thursday night.

“He had a stroke a year

ago and hadn’t been keeping

well since. There were

stroke-related complica-

tions. But it wasn’t a stroke

this time, he basically died of

pneumonia,” his daughter

Anaheita Kapadia told PTI.

Daruwalla, also known for

his short stories, is survived

by Anaheita and his other

daughter Rookvain, sons-in-

law and four grandchildren.

The last rites were per-

formed this evening at Parsi

Aramgah near Khan Market.

Born in Lahore in 1937,

Daruwalla studied at Gov-

ernment College in Ludhi-

ana. He joined the Indian Po-

lice Services (Uttar Pradesh

cadre) in 1958 and rose

through the ranks to becom-

ing special assistant on inter-

national affairs to then Prime

Minister Charan Singh.

The web page – ‘Land-

mark Judgement Summa-

ries’ – makes it easier for

“citizens to understand the

court’s important decisions in

line with the court’s broader

goal of ensuring an informed

citizenry, promoting legal

awareness, and enhancing

public engagement with the

law,” a statement said.

It said the decisions of the

Supreme Court of India im-

pact diverse areas of public

life nationwide.

“The court therefore recog-

nises the importance of mak-

ing its judgements accessible

to all citizens. However, com-

plex legal language and the

length of judgements can serve

as a barrier to citizens under-

standing the work and decisions

of the court, and may even lead

to misconceptions about impor-

tant judgements,” it said.

To overcome this barrier

and to ensure that all persons

can easily understand its sig-

nificant decisions, the new

web page provides accurate

summaries of important de-

cisions in simple and clear lan-

guage, the apex court said in

the statement.

The page features a year-

Celebrated English poet
Keki N Daruwalla dies at 87

He later joined the Re-

search and Analysis Wing

(R&AW) where he was pro-

moted to the rank of Secre-

tary, R&AW.

Even though he led a suc-

cessful career in police and

later at R&AW, it was his lit-

erary acumen that was most

recognised.

Daruwalla’s first book of

poetry, Under Orion, was

published in 1970. Two years

later, he received the Uttar

Pradesh State Award for his

second book, Apparition in

April.

He also won the Sahitya

Akademi Award in 1984 for

his poetry collection, The

Keeper of the Dead, which he

returned in October 2015 in

protest against Sahitya

Akademi’s failure “to speak

out against ideological collec-

tives that have used physical

violence against authors”.

Daruwalla was also award-

ed the Padma Shri in 2014.

His latest book of poetry,

Landfall: Poems, was pub-

lished in 2023. Earlier this

year, the Sahitya Akademi

published A House of Words

- Festschrift: In Honour of

Keki N Daruwalla to cele-

brate a life dedicated to the

written word. – PTI
