NEW DELHI, Sept 10: Prime Minis-

ter Narendra Modi today condemned the

violation of Qatar’s sovereignty in the

wake of Israel’s air strikes on Doha tar-

geting Hamas leaders that triggered fears

of further escalation of the already fragile

situation in the region.

Furthermore, even for

districts with a population

below 10 lakh, at least one

station is essential to ensure

adequate spatial represen-

tation.

Applying this formula to

the district-wise population

of Assam, the State as a

whole would require 32

PM2.5 monitors. However,

when calculated at the district

level (ensuring each district

has at least one station), the

requirement increases to 55

monitors. For example, larg-

er districts such as Nagaon

require 3 monitors, where-

as smaller districts like Dima

Hasao and Chirang require 1

monitor each.

Presently, there are nine

Continuous Ambient Air

Quality Monitoring Stations

(CAAQMS), four of them for

Guwahati. There are 63 oth-

er AAQM (ambient air qual-

ity monitoring) stations, but

they cover only 20 districts.

Proposals for setting up

more stations have not got

Central Pollution Control

Board response so far, PCBA

officials told The Assam

Tribune.

“This highlights the gap be-

tween current infrastructure

and required monitoring ca-

pacity, underscoring the need

for a phased expansion plan

to ensure every district has

at least one continuous moni-

toring station while scaling

proportionally with popula-

tion size,” the report noted.

It stated that air quality

management in Assam must

begin with the strengthening

of the monitoring network,

which at present is highly

limited to Guwahati and a

handful of industrial towns.

This urban bias leaves most

districts, especially rural and

peri-urban regions, unmoni-

tored and invisible in official

data. Establishing a compre-

hensive grid of Continuous

Ambient Air Quality Moni-

toring Stations (CAAQMS)

across all district headquar-

ters, along with additional

units in hotspots such as Dig-

boi, Bokajan, and the Guwa-

hati-Byrnihat corridor,

would provide the backbone

of a reliable system. Low-cost

sensor networks can comple-

ment these stations in rural

and forest-fringe areas, cap-

turing community-level var-

iations. The data from ground

sensors should be integrat-

ed with satellite-based ob-

servations, meteorological

inputs, and fire-detection

tools into a State-level air

quality dashboard accessible

to decision-makers, re-

searchers, and the public, it

recommended.

Assam has been classified

among India’s “non-attain-

ment” States under the Na-

tional Clean Air Programme

(NCAP), which obligates tar-

geted reductions in PM2.5

and PM10 concentrations by

20-30 per cent over the 2017

baseline by 2027. However,

enforcement at the State and

city levels remains weak, with

fragmented institutional re-

sponsibility and insufficient

funding, the report noted.

Physiotherapists not entitled
to use ‘Dr’ prefix: DGHS

NEW DELHI, Sept 10: The

Director General of Health

Services (DGHS) has issued a

directive stating physiothera-

pists are not entitled to use the

prefix “Dr” and that it is re-

served only for registered

medical practitioners. In a let-

ter to Indian Medical Associa-

tion President Dr Dilip Bha-

nushali, DGHS Dr Sunita Shar-

ma said the directorate has re-

ceived several representations

and strong objections from var-

ious organisations, including the

Indian Association of Physical

Medicine and Rehabilitation,

regarding the use of the prefix

“Dr” and suffix “PT” by phys-

iotherapists. The IAPMR has

informed that the issue arises

from the Competency-Based

Curriculum for Physiotherapy

Approved Syllabus 2025 pub-

lished by the National Commis-

sion for Allied and Healthcare
