National
seminar on
effects of
emerging
pollutants on
ecosystem
health held

GUWAHATI, May 19: The
Faculty of Fisheries Science
of The Neotia University re-
cently organised a national
seminar (virtual) on ‘Syner-
gistic effects of climate
change and emerging pollut-
ants on ecosystem health’.

The seminar focused on
the combined impacts of cli-
mate change and emerging
pollutants on ecosystem and
biodiversity health. Faculty
members, researchers, stu-
dents and academicians from
various institutions partici-
pated in the virtual seminar,
a press relese said here.

Prof (Dr) HS Murthy,
Dean & Chair Professor, in-
troducing the topic of semi-
nar, welcomed the speakers,
dignitaries and participants.
Dr Arunansu Haldar, Vice-
Chancellor, The Neotia Uni-
versity, delivered the inaugu-
ral address.

The seminar featured em-
inent speakers including Dr
Biju Kumar, Vice-Chancellor,
Kerala University of Fisher-
ies and Ocean Studies, who
delivered the keynote ad-
dress. Prof (Dr) PK Panday,
Dean, College of Fisheries
Science, Rani Lakshmi Bai
Central Agricultural Univer-
sity, Jhansi; Dr UK Sarkar,
FNAAS, former Director,
National Bureau of Fish Ge-
netic Resources, delivered
lead presentations.

The experts discussed is-
sues related to pollution, plas-
tic debris, microplastics,
heavy metals and environ-
mental sustainability, along
with conservation and man-
agement strategies.

The participants actively
interacted with the speakers
and gained valuable insights
into ecosystem conservation
and sustainable fisheries
management.

NEW DELHI, May 19:
Congress President Mal-
likarjun Kharge today hit out
at Prime Minister Narendra
Modi over the fuel price hike,
alleging that robbing com-
mon people and getting in-
dustrialist Gautam Adani a
“free pass” from the US
showed the PM’s “compro-
mised model”.

Kharge accused the BJP of
lacking foresight and leader-
ship. He alleged that Modi
had proved to be a failure on
the economic front and his
government should reflect on
its failures and seek solutions
by taking everyone along.

His remarks came after
petrol and diesel prices were
hiked by about 90 paise per
litre today, marking the sec-
ond increase in fuel rates in
less than a week after state-
run oil firms ended a nearly
four-year freeze on revisions.

“Just four days after the
price hike, the Modi govern-
ment has once again in-
creased the prices of petrol

and diesel. Having set the
stage, preaching about sav-
ings while shifting the bur-
den of their failures onto the
public – this effort is in full
swing,” Kharge alleged on X.

“Robbing the common peo-
ple and giving Adani a free pass
from America – this is Modi-
ji’s Compromised Model,” the
Congress chief alleged.

Kharge was referring to
the US Department of Jus-
tice permanently dropping all
criminal charges against in-
dustrialist Gautam Adani and
his nephew Sagar, bringing a
high-profile securities and
wire fraud case in New York
to a complete close after pros-
ecutors concluded they could
not sustain the allegations.

Referring to the issue of
purchase of Russian oil,
Kharge said, “Modi-ji, who
fills the air with false pride
about being the ‘vishwaguru’,
has begged and pleaded with
America for a one-month
extension on ‘permission’ to
buy Russian oil. Every time

he does this, he hurts the
pride of 1.4 billion Indians.
No previous government has
ever stooped to this level”.

“Now the question is: if,
according to the govern-
ment, we’ve been “allowed”
to do this, then why burden
the common people with the
weight of petrol-diesel price
hikes?” he asked.

“I repeat once again –
there is a lack of foresight and
leadership in the BJP,”
Kharge said.

A temporary US sanctions
waiver allowing the sale and
delivery of Russian seaborne
crude expired on May 16,
marking the second time
Washington has allowed the
relief measure to lapse with-
out a timely extension. The
extension was issued a cou-
ple of days later.

The general licence, first
issued by the US Treasury
Department in mid-March
and extended in April, was
meant to ease pressure in
global energy markets after

the US-Israeli war against
Iran triggered the largest-
ever oil supply disruption.

A senior Petroleum Min-
istry official said on Monday
that India has been purchas-
ing Russian oil irrespective
of US sanctions waivers and
will continue to do so based
on commercial viability and
energy security needs.

The Leader of Opposition
in the Rajya Sabha said when
the crisis hit, BJP leaders
were busy with elections and
then they spun slippery
words to devise a plan for the
“loot” and “in the meantime,
got their dearest friend off
the hook too!”

“You don’t become a ‘vish-
waguru’ just by doing spon-
sored PR abroad... Modi-ji,
you have to ensure account-
ability to the people.

“Don’t run from the real
questions... The public has no
interest in how you eat your
mangoes or which tonic you
drink,” the Congress Presi-
dent said. – PTI

Lack of foresight, leadership
in BJP, says Kharge
Congress chief attacks PM Modi on oil prices, Adani matter

MUMBAI, May 19: Self-
styled godman Ashok
Kharat, currently jailed for
alleged rape and fraud, was
arrested by the Enforce-
ment Directorate in a Rs 70-
crore money laundering
case following court approv-
al today.

Kharat was produced be-
fore the Special PMLA
Court on a production war-
rant from Nashik jail, where
he has been under judicial
custody.

The Central probe agen-
cy sought permission to ar-

rest Kharat.
Granting the ED’s plea,

the court noted that the
probe agency wants to trace
the unaccounted cash and the
beneficiaries of the alleged
racket.

The role of Kharat in the
commission of the money laun-
dering offences is also de-
scribed in detail (in the pro-
duction plea), the judge said.

“After going through the
application and particularly
after hearing the special pub-
lic prosecutor (Arvind
Aghav) and the investigating

officer) I am of the opinion
that the arrest of the pro-
posed accused is necessary,”
the court added.

Later in the day, the ED
formally arrested him after
completing the mandatory
formalities, an official said.

Kharat will be produced
before the Special PMLA
Court on Wednesday, when
the ED will seek his remand
for further probe into the
matter.

The Enforcement Direc-
torate filed a case against
Kharat under the Preven-

tion of Money Laundering
Act (PMLA) on April 6, tak-
ing cognisance of a Nashik
Police FIR filed against him
on charges of extortion, re-
ligious manipulation, and
drug-facilitated assault on
multiple women victims.

Kharat also faces multiple
FIRs related to rape and sex-
ual exploitation of women.
He was arrested by the
Nashik Police in north Ma-
harashtra on March 18 after
a married woman accused
him of repeatedly raping her
over three years. – PTI

ED arrests ‘godman’ Ashok Kharat
in money laundering case

Court rejects
Umar Khalid’s
bail plea for
taking care of
ailing mother

NEW DELHI, May 19: A
Delhi court today dismissed
the bail plea of jailed activist
Umar Khalid, accused in the
2020 northeast Delhi riots.

Additional Sessions Judge
Sameer Bajpai was hearing
Khalid’s application seeking
15 days of interim bail to at-
tend the 40-day post-death
ritual (Chehlum) of his un-
cle and take care of his moth-
er who has to undergo a
surgery.

Khalid and others were
booked under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA), an anti-terror law,
and provisions of the Indian
Penal Code (IPC) for alleg-
edly being the “master-
minds” of the 2020 riots that
left 53 people dead and more
than 700 injured in northeast
Delhi.

The violence had erupted
during widespread protests
against the Citizenship
(Amendment) Act (CAA) and
the National Register of Cit-
izens (NRC). – PTI

LUCKNOW, May 19: Sa-
majwadi Party President
Akhilesh Yadav today said
the alliance with its part-
ners would continue in fu-
ture elections, asserting
that the formula will be “vic-
tory, not seats.”

Responding to a media
query at an event organised
by Amar Ujala newspaper,
Yadav said his party has vast
experience in running allianc-
es and always ensured that
its allies benefited from the
arrangement.

“We have entered into
many alliances. We have ex-
perience of alliances and the
Samajwadi Party has always
ensured gains for its allies.
We have never betrayed an-
yone. The alliance that exists
today will continue ahead,”
Yadav said.

He said that future alliance
discussions would not re-
volve around bargaining for

seats but around ensuring
electoral success.

“There will not be a ques-
tion of seats in the alliance.
Even during the Lok Sabha
elections, I had said that the
issue was not about seats, the
issue was about victory. The
same formula will work again.
The question will not be of
seats, the question will be of
victory,” he said.

 Asked about the face of
Opposition, Yadav said it
would be inflation, rising
price of fuel, Agniveer
youths, farmers, labourers
and also 69,000 sikshami-
tras, who did not get a per-
manent job.

Asked to be specific, he
said, “What is the need of a
face for Opposition. Inflation
is itself a  big face.”

Attacking the ruling party,
he said, “Where the BJP
ends, PDA (pichhade, Dalits,
alpsankhyak – an acronym he

coined for backwards, Dalit
and minorities) starts from
there,” he said.

On the NEET paper leak,
the SP chief said there were
more victims of it than were
officially reckoned.

“If we take into account
five members of 22 lakh
NEET-affected students, it
will be 1.1 crore people who
were affected due to the leak.
These 1.1 crore people are
our faces. Among those af-
fected, 4 lakh students are
from Uttar Pradesh, and
over 20 lakh affected fami-
lies,” he said.

Asked about the party’s
strategy to fight the BJP, he
said, “I will not disclose our
strategy as we are fighting
those who are very power-
ful people.”

Yadav also said that if India
had stood with Iran, the war
in West Asia would not have
happened. – PTI
