In view of recent communications received from Defence Authorities regarding enforcement
of building restrictions in the vicinity of Defence establishments and instances of violations of
the Works of Defence Act, 1903, and in order to ensure strict compliance with the directives
issued by the Government of Assam vide letter No. GDD 28/98/Pt-1/101 dated 07.06.2010, the
following instructions are hereby issued:

All Empanelled Registered Technical Persons (ERTPs) under MMSGNA and all Site Engineers
associated with Online Building Permission System shall strictly adhere to the aforesaid
Government directives while processing and scrutinizing applications for Planning Permit/
Building Permit.

The following restrictions shall be strictly complied with in respect of construction activities in
the vicinity of Defence establishments:

• Ammunition Depots: No construction shall be permitted within a radius of 2,000 metres.
• Firing Ranges: No construction shall be permitted within a radius of 1,000 metres.
• Military Cantonments: No building exceeding 48 feet in height shall be permitted within

500 metres from the perimeter boundary.
• Army NOC Requirement: Prior clearance from the local Army Authority shall be

mandatorily obtained for any construction within 2,000 metres from the boundary of an
Army Cantonment.

All concerned officials and empaneled personnel shall ensure that the above restrictions are
duly verified during the scrutiny of applications for Planning Permit/Building Permit.

No Planning Permit/Building Permit shall be issued in contravention of the above provisions.
This order shall come into force with immediate effect.

HELSINKI, June 12: Ex-
ternal Affairs Minister
(EAM) S Jaishankar has ex-
pressed hope that the US-
Iran negotiations would yield
an early breakthrough, not-
ing that the continuing con-
flict is creating challenges and
leaving much of the world in
the position of a “frustrated
observer”.

Speaking during a panel
discussion at the Kultaranta
Talks with his Finnish coun-
terpart Elina Valtonen and
UAE’s Assistant Foreign
Minister Lana Nusseibeh on
“Emerging Powers and the

India backs early breakthrough in
US-Iran talks: Jaishankar

New Geopolitical Competi-
tion,” in Helsinki, EAM Jais-
hankar said that many coun-
tries, including India, are at-
tempting to contribute to de-
escalation efforts amid the
rising tensions.

When asked whether India
is just stuck in the role of kind
of a “frustrated observer” or
could do more to help address
the situation, EAM said, “I
think at this time much of the
world is stuck in the position
of a frustrated observer. But
a lot of countries are trying to
do what they can in this situa-
tion. So it’s not for want of

trying. I’m talking about us
alone, but I think certainly
there are not that many coun-
tries that would have decent
relations with all the parties
involved. So, clearly, we have
sort of reasoned with the
countries. We have been in
touch with them. We hope
very much that, you know, the
US-Iran negotiation leads to
an early outcome. And the
continuation of the fighting is
creating problems.”

Jaishankar further under-
scored the complexity of the
situation in West Asia, say-
ing that India enjoys strong

relations with all the key
stakeholders in the region,
including the US, Israel, Iran
and the Gulf countries.

Describing India as one of
the world’s leading powers
whose role matters on ma-
jor global issues, the moder-
ator asked EAM Jaishankar
how New Delhi assesses the
twin challenges posed by the
Russia-Ukraine war and the
situation involving Iran and
how it is attempting to steer
through them.

Responding to a question,
the EAM said, “Well, you
know, mostly countries are

committed to wars they fight
and are equivocal about ones
that they observe as a gen-
eral proposition. So I can
think of a lot of wars close to
us where the rest of the world
is quite equivocal. In this par-
ticular case here’s the chal-
lenge. You have, for the sake
of simplicity, four parties,
which are the US, Israel, and
Iran. I’m using the Gulf as a
party, though I accept they
are; they have a very differ-
entiated position, and we
have extremely good, ex-
tremely strong relations with
all of them.” – IANS

the report said.
However, Beijing remains

one of the few partners able
and willing to finance Srilan-
ka’s large-scale projects, and
Colombo urgently requires
foreign capital and only has
dismal foreign exchange re-
serves.

Sri Lanka’s new govern-
ment that campaigned on re-
viewing old deals moved
swiftly in January 2025 to
fast-track an agreement with
China’s Sinopec for a pro-
posed $3.7 billion oil refin-
ery in Hambantota, due to
this structural dependency,
the report argued.

Hambantota Port handed to a
Chinese state firm on a
99-year lease in 2017 “as a
permanent symbol of com-
promised sovereignty and stra-
tegic dependency”.

Lanka faces tightrope
walk over Chinese
economic ties

NEW DELHI, June 12: Sri
Lanka’s new government
confronts structural depend-
ency on Chinese capital that
shackled its predecessors but
feels handtied due to fragili-
ty of its economic recovery,
a new report has said.

It faces the hard task of re-
negotiating economic and
political ties with China with-
out derailing an already frag-
ile recovery, the report from
The Asian said.

The National People’s
Power (NPP) administration
was elected on a backdrop of
public criticism of opaque
foreign deals and foreign-
funded infrastructure becom-
ing threats to national sover-
eignty.

“Due to their scale and vis-
ibility, Chinese-backed
projects became the light-
ning rod for this discontent,”
